willing	to	be	interviewed	on	camera.	And	don’t	forget	to	shoot	footage	of	the	
animals,	and	get	their	names	too.

a. For	this	story,	you’ll	need	to	interview	the	managers	and	any	volunteers	who	are	

willing	to	be	interviewed	on	camera.	And	don’t	forget	to	shoot	footage	of	the	
animals,	and	get	their	names	too.
